Make a Reading Schedule for Each Class

· Learn to keep up with your college reading 

· Make a reading schedule for  each class
· Simply add up the number of pages you need to read in the current week

· Divide that number by five 

· Make an adjustment if your plan on reading during the weekend

        Read Chapter 3




23 pages



        Complete 20 practice problems

Literature
        Read 5 chapters of novel

           86 pages
Biology
       Read chapters 8 and 11 


29 pages

Psychology      Read Chapters 4 and 5

          78 pages

23 + 86 + 29 + 78 = 216 pages of text that is slightly less than the average 250 pages)
· Don’t get behind in your reading

· Avoid unfortunate consequences

· Don’t become overwhelmed

· Read  a few pages each day

· Manage your time better, so you will get all the required reading done

· Study smarter, not harder
· Spread out the required reading over five or six days

· Divide the required of pages for each subject by 5

· Write down the number of pages to be read each day in your planner

· Prioritize what you have to read

· Label and highlight your reading assignments and other assignments with red ( high importance), green (medium importance), and yellow (low importance)

· Start with high priority tasks
Sample:
Algebra
  23 pages
divided by 5 = less than 5 pages a day

Literature   86 pages divided by 5 = slightly more than 17 pages a day

Biology       29 pages divided by 5 = slightly less than 6 pages a day

Psychology  78 pages divided by 5 = slightly less than 16 pages a day
5 + 17+ 6 + 16 = 44  pages of text to read each day.
That’s much more manageable than 216 pages Sunday night before Monday morning classes.
